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Brno Functionalism
In the twentieth and thirtieth of the 20th century the Brno functionalism experienced a great boom.  

As far as the functionalist housing, expressing of the life feeling of a modern human being, and helpful approach are concerned, Brno occupies the second position in Europe and also in the world.
However, the main consideration of the Brno architects was their interest in solving the housing situation. After World War 1 it was necessary to solve an issue of economical, small flats for socially-weaker population. The solution included multi-family housing estates, apartment blocks, but also schools and hospitals. Such buildings were constructed by municipalities as well as cooperatives. 
For women’s education the Vocational School for Women’s Occupations Vesna was built, as well as the Eliška Machová Home. Both these facilities helped girls also from socially weaker levels to achieve general education.
Small family villas were also built in Brno garden quarters. All these buildings functionalism left in Brno have remained as memorials of avant-garde architecture, which has not been overcome by now in terms of its aesthetics or quality of use. 

The unique building is Bohuslav Fuks’s Hotel Avion. This unique structure attracted famous guests, such as Jan Masaryk, Max Švabinský, Ilja Erenburg, Sofia Henie, or Prinz zu Hohenlohe.

As far as I am concerned, for me two buildings of the architect Jan Víšek were vital: ‘Husův sbor’ and ‘Šilhan Sanatorium’. In the first one my parents got married, and in the second one I was born. 
I wish all these functionalist buildings to be maintained and mended with love and affection since these works were left to us by architects we can be proud of on the worldwide scale.
