Current (= continuing) conception of the study of English and other languages in the Doctoral Study Programme at FAST in the academic year 2007/08 
Doctoral students will study according to the present system, i.e. they choose either
· 6 hours of consultation, during which a technical text will be dealt with and explained (length: 150 – 200 pages, depending on the number of pictures). The doctoral student reads and translates the text during his/her preparation for the exam. The technical publication should be relevant to his/her doctoral thesis. Language education during doctoral study is concluded by an exam (usually in English); detailed information on language study and the doctoral students’ exam is to be found on the web pages of the Institute of Social Sciences (SPV).
· or tuition led by prof. Škaloud; this tuition is concluded with an exam
It is assumed that the doctoral student will pass the exam in the same language as in which he/she passed the Master’s exam. From the academic year 2010/11 onward, it will be compulsory for all doctoral students to pass the exam in English. 

Doctoral students of FAST are allowed to attend, for free, any language courses offered by the FAST Institute of Social Sciences during their studies. 
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
