Organization of the entrance exams for the Lifelong Learning Programme (LLP)

(previously: Socrates/Erasmus programme)

Applicants for enrolment in the LLP programme are required to pass the entrance exam in the respective language. 

The exam consists of a written test (duration: 60 min.) and an oral exam (conversation in general English, duration: several min.). Information on the scheduling of the oral exams will be handed to students by the tutor at the beginning of the written exam.
